Family members can receive some money to help pay for food, housing, clothes, school supplies and personal items for the children. Medical care and other services are also available, based on the needs of the children.  

If family members are not able to provide a home, then the children may live with a foster family or be adopted by another family.  When children are adopted by another family, relatives no longer have the option of the children living with them.
