Local best practices
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The ACLSA is an evaluative tool used with foster youth to benchmark their skill level and readiness for living on their own and interdependently as adults. Through this competency-based assessment, nine domains (skills) are addressed. Within each domain there are identified goals, expectations and activities listed to support the achievement of the life skills.

Transition planning -During the 90-day period immediately prior to the date the child will attain age 18 (or other age if the state elects), the agency must provide the child with assistance and support in developing a transition plan that is personalized at the direction of the child, includes specific options on housing, health insurance, education, local opportunities for mentors and continuing support services, and work force supports and employment services, and is as detailed as the child may elect. Add permanent connections
