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GOVERNOR WARNER ANNOUNCES GRANTS
TO PREVENT DOMESTIC VIOLENCE

~ More than $6 million awarded to 47 community agencies ~

RICHMOND - Governor Mark R. Warner today announced 47 grants totaling more than $6.4
million for community-based domestic violence prevention programs across Virginia.

“Domestic violence adversely impacts the lives of thousands of people across the
Commonwealth,” Governor Warner said. “This is important work. The organizations that are
receiving these awards provide for the safety of survivors of domestic violence and their children
through emergency housing, crisis intervention, advocacy, public awareness, and other
programs.”

The grants were awarded by the Virginia Department of Social Services (VDSS), which
will provide technical assistance, training and support services for local providers during the
funding year. Funding comes from the federal Victims of Crime Act ($1.9 million), the Family
Violence Prevention and Services Act ($2 million), Temporary Assistance for Needy Families
($1.1 million), and the Virginia Family Violence Prevention Program ($1.4 million in federal and
state funds).

For the first time this year, grants were awarded through a more user-friendly “Request
for Application” process instead of the “Request for Proposal” traditionally used to purchase
goods and services. The change helped speed up the application review process, and enabled
VDSS to ask more relevant questions about an applicant’s coordination of services at the
community level.

“Domestic violence is a serious problem in the Commonwealth. Nearly 55,000 survivors
and their children are served each year by local domestic violence agencies, and the need for
services continues to increase,” VDSS Commissioner Maurice A. Jones said. “In 2003, nearly
5,000 adults and children were turned away from shelters because of a lack of space.”
