EMERGENCIES

If you think your child ate/drank
marijuana, get medical help right away.

In children, watch for:
Anxiety
Difficulty breathing
Lack of coordination
Sleepiness
Drowsiness
Slurred speech

BE ALERT AND PAY ATTENTION

Signs and Symptoms

The signs and symptoms can vary from
mild to severe. The body has to digest
marijuana first to feel the effects, which
can take some time. A child’s reaction may
not be right away, but can show up hours
later.

Edibles

Marijuana products like cookies, gummy
bears, brownies, lollipops, and shakes can
look like a treat to a child.

Safe Storage

Store all marijuana products in a locked
area and in childresistant packaging, or a
lockbox.

Ensure children cannot see or reach the
locked area.

Don’t eat or smoke marijuana products
around children. keep them safe.
