Operation Allies Welcome: Health Coverage Information for Afghans
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When you are at a Safe Haven (military base or other processing site):

You are enrolled in a health program that pays for your medical care if you need to go to a civilian hospital or clinic near the Safe
Haven. You may have received a health program card that looks like this:
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Your health program enrollment ends when you leave the Safe Haven (regardless of the “termination date” on the card) and you will

need to apply for health coverage when you are resettled.
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Some of you may have been enrolled in Medicaid (at the military base, other processing site, or a hospital), which is health insurance
program for low income people administered by the state you are in. Your Medicaid coverage will end if you are resettled to a
different state.
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When you leave the Safe Haven and are resettled in the community:
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You need to apply for health coverage to cover the cost of medical care. Most of you may be eligible for Medicaid or Refugee
Medical Assistance (RMA). RMA is another health coverage program for individuals in need; RMA lasts 8 or 12 months, depending
on date of eligibility for ORR benefits. Your local resettlement agency and other community organizations can help you apply for
Medicaid or RMA. Or, you can apply on own by contacting the local benefits office or state Medicaid office
(https://www.medicaid.gov/about-us/contact-us/contact-your-state-questions/index.html), or by applying online at healthcare.gov.
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Note: Medicaid works only for the state you enrolled in. If you were enrolled in Medicaid at your Safe Haven and you are remaining
in the same state, the Medicaid office will need your new address. Tell your local resettlement agency or local benefits office or state
Medicaid office your new address. If you are in a different state than where your Safe Haven was located, you will need to apply for
your current state’s Medicaid program.
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
